The Hemsin are reported to have been ethnic Armenians whose ancestors converted to Islam in the 1890s
through 1920s to save themselves from death. The present community of Hemsin people is exclusively
Islamic and are Turkish speaking. Hemsin songs and music inspires folk musicians nowadays to arrange and
thus give them a contemporary flavor.
